The Academy includes 4 state of the art swing studio’s, fitted out with leading edge
technology such as the Trackman ball radar system, Dartfish analysis software, the SAM
PuttLab system and the latest 3D biomechanics system from K-Vest. The range also comes
with a short game area with a par 3 course and two putting greens.

David Kurniawan, General Manager of Bayhood No. 9, is excited about the impact the
academy can have in China. He said: "Bayhood No.9 strives to provide the best golf facilities
